They had already made the moulds for the letters in the sign, so they just rearranged them to see what they could find, and they found Zara, which leaves fans wondering where the additional A came from, but there is speculation that they had more than one set of letters. In addition, the price for the letters "B" and "O" were double the price as it costs more to make them round and at the time this presented a significant cost for the new company.

C. On 6 September 2010 Inditex, one of the largest fashion retail groups in the world, launched the first online boutique for its best-selling brand Zara. The website began in Spain, the UK, Portugal, Italy, Germany and France—six countries that were among the most important of the company's 76 markets. When asked about the company's late arrival to internet retailing, Pablo Isla, chief executive, said they had been waiting for online demand to build before launching into cyberspace. All items on sale at Zara outlets are available online and at the same prices. Customers can choose from the usual range of paying methods and opt either for a free store pick-up or paid-for postal delivery.

D. In 2011, Greenpeace started a dialogue with Zara to ban harmful toxins from the clothing production. In November 2012, Greenpeace published the "Toxic threads: the big fashion stitch-up" report, in which Zara was identified as the worst. In 6 of the 10 clothes that were examined, dangerous substances were found. After this publication, Zara was chosen as an example as biggest retailer in the world to raise awareness. Multiple protests were held at Zara shops all over the world, demanding Zara to come up with an ambitious plan to detox its clothes and value chain. After 9 days of intense public pressure, Zara decided to switch to a fully toxic-free production. The fashion retailer promised to stop discharging toxins for its clothing production.

E. On 16 August 2011, a Brazil television show called A Liga accused the company of using suppliers who were running sweatshops for their outsourced production. The following day a factory in Brazil that produced Zara's clothing was closed for its poor working conditions. Illegal Bolivians sewed clothes for 12–14 hours a day, getting paid a small fraction of what the dress was retailed for. Many of the workers were forced into paying their wages to human traffickers who had smuggled them into the country.

Linus Pauling

Linus Pauling was the only person who has ever won two (unshared) Nobel Prizes: for Chemistry in 1954, and a Nobel Peace Prize in 1962. He is also known as "the vitamin C man".

If you are interested in science, you may know that he won the Nobel Prize for Chemistry in 1954. Then again, you might recognise his name because of his involvement with anti-nuclear movements in the 1950s and 1960s - and his Nobel Peace Prize in 1962 for his campaign to stop open air nuclear testing. And a lot of people who are interested in health and alternative medicine know him as "the vitamin C man" because he shocked the world of science in the 1970s by suggesting that enormous amounts of vitamin C can keep us healthy.
After finishing his university course in chemical engineering, Pauling worked in physical chemistry in the 1920s and 1930s. He was interested in the way that molecules are connected in crystals, and used physical techniques, such as X-rays, to study them. He also applied the ideas of quantum physics (a radical new science at the time) to the study of chemistry. He used these new theories to solve problems that had never been explained before. His work at that time led to a lot of the drugs, plastics and synthetic fibres that we know today.

Because of his interest in the way that molecules behave, Pauling slowly became more involved in biological chemistry, rather than physical chemistry. Through the 1930s and 1940s he began to work with organic substances, especially proteins. He made discoveries about the structure of proteins which were very important for medicine. For example, they were able to develop an artificial substitute for blood plasma. They also made important discoveries about some types of genetic disease, such as sickle cell anaemia. Many people believe that he was near to discovering the structure of DNA at that time.

Pauling worked with the US government during World War II and helped to develop conventional weapons and explosives. But in 1945, when the atomic bomb was dropped on Hiroshima, Japan, everything changed for him. He began to study the effects of radiation on the human body - the structure of the molecules and the way that they could be passed from generation to generation. He became convinced that nuclear explosions had a terrible effect on living molecules and that using nuclear weapons, or even open air nuclear tests, would do terrible things to people and the environment for years and years to come. Pauling believed that the US government was hiding the truth from the people, and that it was his moral duty to tell people about what he had discovered. He began to speak publicly in favour of peace, disarmament and the end of nuclear testing.

This was not popular in the USA in the 1940s and 1950s. He was accused of being anti-American and a communist and he lost friends, support and his job as a university professor. The US State 
his death in 1994 at the age of 93. He founded the Linus Pauling Institute of Science and Medicine, which carries on his work today.
